Student Associates connect classroom to career, while helping to cover up to 50% of the cost
of their high school education. These young women and men strengthen their social and technical
acumen as they develop newfound awareness to pursue and excel in careers or industries they may
not have otherwise considered.

What Does the Board Do? CRB does an amazing job forming and educating our students, who
graduate college at levels equal to the national average of all students. The Board of Directors leads
the way for that great work to happen. Directors engage in board and committee meetings where real
needs turn into plans, policies, and funding that help our community move forward.
